TODAY’S FOCUS: THE LORD’S PRAYER  IN 
LUKE 

 
Upon hearing the Lord’s Prayer in the Gospel to-
day, we may think Luke forgot part of it; but his 
briefer form gives the prayer more urgency, as Je-
sus continues on to Jerusalem. 
 
In both the Bible books of Matthew and Luke 
where the Lord’s prayer appears , although Luke’s 
is a smaller version they both address God 
(“Father, hallowed be your name”) and they both 
acknowledge God’s kingdom.
