TODAY’S FOCUS:  RETURN ON INVESTMENT

I’ll give you that.” The mom who gets up at 2:46 a.m. to tend 
to a sick child, may (or may not) make a return on the time 
she gave to her child. She loves anyway. The Creator of the 
world will never make a balanced return on us. God loves 
anyway. God takes a risk on us. The giver of gifts asks us to 
invest our lives in the boldest of schemes: follow Jesus wher-
ever and however he leads.. That is a grand venture. The 
ROI is out of this world.
