SEVENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

TODAY’S FOCUS: LOOKING YOUR ENEMY  
IN THE EYE 

 
To love our enemies may be the hardest of all teachings of 
Jesus. Harder still is to look at our enemies and consider 
them as people, created by and valued by God. 
 
Experts in conscience formation tell us that there are five  (or 
more) ways to harden a conscience: excuse, justify, rational-
ize, avoid, and blame. On  our own power, we cannot see our 
enemies charitably,. We are tempted to lessen their value as a 
human being. How can we permit the Holy Spirit to soften 
our conscience today so that we see our enemy’s value 
through God’s eyes and not our own?

BECOMING “LITTLE” BEFORE THE LORD. 
 

Lent is a time to example our lives and repent for 
any ways in which we have let sin separate us from 
God and from each other. It’s also a time to celebrate 
the way Jesus has reunited us with God and with 
each other by his cross. So let’s keep in mind the 
words that Pope Francis said on Ash Wednesday last 
year. 
 
Today we bow our heads to receive ashes. At the end 
of Lent, we will bow even lower to wash the feet of 
our brothers and sisters. Lent is a humble descent 
both inwards and toward others. It is about realizing 
that salvation is not an ascent to glory, but a descent 
in love. It is about becoming little (Homily, February
