It 

was good to see him.  I watched the 11am Palm Sunday Mass on Youtube.  It was simply beautiful and prayerful.  The celebration of 

the sacred liturgy on Palm Sunday was a tribute to the Lord, the Church and the Faithful.  I received Palms from both St. Anthony 

Church and Our Lady of Mt. Carmel.  They are displayed on the wall here in my room and are a reminder to me of how wonderful 

Lent is. 

May you and your loved ones have a very Blessed and Happy Easter 2023.  Thank you for all that you do for our beautiful churches 

and parish family.  The Easter flowers are a symbol of new life in the Risen Christ.  Let us remember in these fifty days of the Easter
