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On April 21, 2026, the church celebrated the anniversary of Pope Francis’ death. Pope
Francis loved three phrases: “Please”, “Thank You” and “I’m Sorry”.

Pope Francis knew that language is one of the most critical tools we have for
communication. We use it every day to interact with each other, and the words we use
can have a significant impact on how we are perceived. Our choice of words has the
power to make or break relationships, and the words we use can keep communications
open, respectful and positive, or close the door forever.

The word please helps to create and maintain positive relationships between people. It
is a word of respect and consideration, showing that we are willing to be polite and
not take someone for granted. When we use please in a sentence it changes the tone of
the conversation from one of command to one of request.

Saying please reflects positively on our own character. When we use this word we
are demonstrating that we are willing to help. It is a word of conveying gratitude and
appreciation. It shows that we are thankful for the help given and that we recognize
the time and effort given.

Did you know that the word please is used 495 times in scripture? How many times
have we used this word today?

Saying thank you is more than just good manners. It is a way to express gratitude,
appreciation and recognition for someone’s efforts or kindness.

Saying thank you can strengthen relationships, boost morale and create a positive atmosphere. The words thank you can also
improve our own well-being as gratitude is linked to happiness and life satisfaction.

In our fast-paced world, where misunderstandings can happen in the blink of an eye, the importance of an apology often goes
unrecognized. Yet, those two small words, I’m sorry, have the potential to mend broken hear ts, rebuild trust, and
strengthen the very fabric of our relationships. A sincere apology is more than just a verbal acknowledgement of a mistake, it is
an act of courage, humility and deep empathy.

Pope Francis reminded us that when sorry is lacking, small cracks become larger to the point of becoming deep trenches. It is
not by chance that the prayer taught by Jesus summarizes all the essential questions for our life, “forgive us our trespasses as we
forgive those who trespass against us”.

These three key words are simple words, and perhaps at first make us smile, but perhaps we neglect them too much.
